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Updates on geohazards in WV

ILOILO CITY –  About 83 barangays in 9 municipalities of Western Visayas assessed this year for geoahazards were classified as highly susceptible to landslide.   These barangays are within the municipalities of Miagao, Maasin, San Joaquin, Alimodian, Janiuay, Badiangan, Bingawan, Tigbauan in the province of Iloilo and Ilog, Negros Occidental.  

A total of 785 barangays in 16 municipalities were assessed this year in Region 6.  The other municipalities were Cabatuan, Dueñas, Dingle, Guimbal, Oton, Pototan, and Mina, all in the province of Iloilo.

In terms of landslide susceptibility, other barangays in the said municipalities were classified as moderate, low or none in the rating parameters used by geologists.  

To strengthen the technical and resource capability of MGB-6, 12 geologists from the MGB Central Office conducted geohazard assessment in the region this year.  

Geohazard assessment conducted in the previous years showed data of the other municipalities identified as landslide-prone in the region.  The assessments also include flooding susceptibility assessment in terms of flooding depth and frequency.  These data are crucial in mapping the whole country for presence or probability of geohazards. (MGB-6)
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
