QUALIFICATION FOR REGISTRATION AS PERMANENT/TEMPORARY SAFETY ENGINEER/INSPECTOR

A. SAFETY ENGINEER

1. For Permanent Registration

1.1 A duly registered and currently licensed Mining Engineer with at least one (1) year supervisory experience in mining/quarrying operations and/or mine safety work; or

1.2 A duly registered and currently licensed Engineer, Geologist or Chemist with at least five (5) years experience in mining/quarrying operations and/or mine safety work.

2. For Temporary Registration

2.1 Any duly registered and currently licensed Engineer, Geologist or Chemist with at least two (2) years experience as Safety Inspector preferably in the employ of the company.

B. SAFETY INSPECTOR

1. For Permanent Registration

1.1 A graduate in any Engineering, Geology or Chemistry course with at least one (1) year experience in safety work or two (2) years experience in mining operations; or

1.2 A college undergraduate in any Engineering, Geology or Chemistry course with at least two (2) years experience in safety work or three (3) years experience in mining operations; or

1.3 At least high school graduate with four (4) years experience in safety work or five (5) years experience in mining operations.

2. For Temporary Registration

2.1 A graduate in any Engineering, Geology or Chemistry course with one (1) year experience in mining operation; or

2.2 A college undergraduate in any Engineering, Geology or Chemistry course with at least one (1) year experience in safety work or two (2) years experience in mining operation; or

2.3 At least high school graduate with two (2) years experience in safety work or three (3) years experience in mining operation.
